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University of Oregon Sustainability Project Wins Grant
 Cotton Incorporated and Bonded Logic help communities receive green insulation
PHOENIX – The Center for the Advancement of Sustainable Living, a student-run organization at the University of Oregon, has won a grant that helps community building projects go green.

When complete, the campus building will host workshops, classes and tours focused on the ever-evolving sustainability project. In addition to UltraTouch Denim Insulation, the campus building  includes a super insulated building shell, a heat recovery ventilator system, rainwater catchment, and solar power. Students from a wide-range of academic departments are completing almost all of the work on site.
